Discussion and possible action on Ordinance “Amend Board Rules on Land Information
Council to include Land Information office Director and the real property lister”

A draft ordinance was provided for the committee to review. Ristow provided some
information on this Council. Erdman supports this ordinance change.

Motion made by Nass; Second by Hanneman to amend the Board Rules on Land Information
Council to include Land Information office Director and the real property lister and advance to
the County Board for their consideration. (Ayes-All) Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on Ordinance “Delete County Board Chair and Vice Chair
as members of Finance Committee”

A draft ordinance was provided for the committee to review. Ristow discussed the ordinance
change. This change would allow the Chair to appoint any supervisor to the Finance
Committee.

Motion made by Nass; Second by Hanneman to amend the Board Rules deleting County Board
Chair and Vice Chair as members of the Finance Committee. Braughler opposes the change to
this ordinance requiring the Board Chair and the Vice chair to be part of the Finance
Committee. The current ordinance was passed by the board as a whole vs. committee. (Ayes-4
- Noes - Braughler) Motion carried.

Consider creation of a Criminal Justice Collaborating Council and related board rule
amendment

A draft resolution was provided for the committee to review. Wehmeier explained that they
have been working with staff to develop the Drug and Alcohol Treatment Court. A Criminal
Justice Collaboration Council (CJCC) is a common model for area counties. Koschnick supports
the creation of this Council. The drug and alcohol court will begin in June. It has been proven
that this program has reduced recidivism and jail time.

Motion made by Nass; Second by Hanneman to support the creation of a Criminal Justice
Collaborating Council and forward the resolution to the County Board for their consideration.
(Ayes-All) Motion Carried.

Consider amending Board Rule 3.04 and others relating to the County Clerk’s duties
under 2013 Wisconsin Act 373

A copy of the ordinance was provided for the committee to review. Wehmeier and Ristow
reviewed the changes to this ordinance. This ordinance change would keep the county’s
current process the same but will require the County Clerk’s approval.

Motion made by Braughler; Second by Schroeder to amend the Board Rules relating to the
County Clerk’s duties under 2013 Wisconsin Act 373 and forward the County Board for their
consideration. (Ayes-All) Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on County Board technology

There have been three supervisors testing Chromebooks and they are not pleased with them.
The committee discussed technology that other counties are using. The iPad was discussed as
an alternative and the additional cost. Welsch explained that the Chromebooks cost
approximately $300 and iPad are $600. Rinard informed the committee that another county
has purchased ipads in bulk in the amount of $220 each. Wehmeier also discussed the need for
upgraded infrastructure of county buildings to accommodate the new technology. Currently
our Wi-Fi is available to everyone. The idea of requiring a password to access our Wi-Fi was
discussed. The committee would like staff and the Infrastructure Committee to continue to
look at other devices that would accommodate the needs of supervisors, as well as the
infrastructure and budget needs. Welsch and Wehmeier will meet and report back to the
Infrastructure and Administration and Rules Committees.

Motion made by Nass; Second by Hanneman to have staff and the Infrastructure Committee
continue to address new technology and infrastructure along with the budget needs. (Ayes-
All) Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on new style and format for County Board minutes
A sample copy of the new style and format for the County Board minutes was provided for the
committee to review. Rinard reviewed the new format. The committee discussed the changes.

Motion made by Nass; Second by Hanneman to work with the County Clerk on the use of the
new style and format for the June minutes. (Ayes-All) Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on renewing the Wisconsin River Rail Transit
Commission (WRRTC) membership

Counties are required to notify the commission in July if they want to continue membership to
the Wisconsin River Rail Transit Commission. Wehmeier discussed the accomplishments
during our current participation. This membership costs $28,000 per year. Jim Schroeder
provided some insight as to why we joined the commission. Wehmeier would like to continue
membership for at least one more year to see what progress is made. No action taken.

RESOLUTION NO. 2014-21 # / /
Place Health Care Advisory Referendum on the November 4, 2014 Jefferson County Ballot

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin has yet to take advantage of billions of new federal
Medicaid dollars which would improve the state’s BadgerCare program - these federal funds are
available at any time, and, upon acceptance, would provide access to BadgerCare to 84,000
Wisconsin residents as estimated by the State’s Legislative Fiscal Bureau, and

WHEREAS, the decision to reject federal Medicaid funding shrinks the number of
Wisconsin residents who have health care coverage while increasing the costs to the state for the
BadgerCare program (according to the Legislative Fiscal Bureau, the state budget will require
over $100 million more this budget cycle by rejecting these federal funds), and

WHEREAS, 19 counties have passed resolutions urging Wisconsin to utilize these
federal funds, a position that has been reiterated by the Wisconsin Counties Association, and
these federal funds would bring an estimated $30,340,000 into the Jefferson County economy by
2021 and would help an estimated 1,052 parents and childless adults in Jefferson County gain
access to BadgerCare, and

WHEREAS, having un-insured and under-insured residents impacts the Jefferson County
Human Services Department because it can lead to untreated mental health or substance abuse
and lack of preventive health care that can lead to loss of jobs, the inability to function, and loss
of self-sufficiency,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Jefferson County Board of
Supervisors hereby directs the Jefferson County Clerk to place the following advisory
referendum question on the countywide ballot at the election to be held on November 4, 2014:

“Shall the next State Legislature accept available federal funds for BadgerCare to ensure that
thousands of Wisconsin citizens have access to quality and affordable health coverage?”

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be sent to the Jefferson
County legislative delegation, the Governor, the Secretary of the Wisconsin Department of
Health Services, and the Wisconsin Counties Association.

Fiscal Note: For the first 3 years the federal government will pay 100% of the cost of new
BadgerCare (Medicaid) enrollees, and after those three years the federal government will
continue to pay 90% or more of the cost thereafter. This 90 cents on the dollar is a much better
deal than standard 60 cents on the dollar Medicaid.

This not only means covering more people in a more cost effective way, but that the state will
save money over time. Wisconsin would actually save a total of at least $495 million over the
next ten years by accepting the federal money to fill the holes in BadgerCare (Kaiser Family
Foundation). Wisconsin would save 3248 million over the next ten years because the federal
government would pay over 90% of the costs of coverage for many current BadgerCare
recipients. Wisconsin would also save an additional $247 million in the cost of uncompensated
medical care because more people would have health coverage.
